
Tattoo aftercare advice
1. KEEP WEARING THE DRESSING applied by your tattooist for around 4 hours (this should provide enough time for the tattoo to stop bleeding or weeping).
2. REMOVE the dressing and WASH your tattoo gently with warm water.
3. DRY it gently with a clean tissue – use disposable paper towels.

4. APPLY a thin layer of moisturising skin balm such as ThINK, Tattoo Goo or Palmers Cocoa butter
5. PUT a fresh dressing (cling film) on your tattoo.
Repeat the same procedure for the next 1-2 days every 4 hours whenever possible.

When you stop wearing cling film for next 2 weeks keep applying cream 3-4 times a day to keep your tattoo moisturised. After this period, you can swap tattoo goo for lighter cream that doesn't contain alcohol (e.g. Palmers coco butter). Cream your tattoo until skin is no longer shiny which will mean that your tattoo is fully healed (around 2-3 more weeks).
Please, DO NOT:    
· pick or scratch the tattoo or the scabs which might appear on your skin 
(it can affect the tattoo's quality)
· soak your tattoo in water for the first two weeks and avoid unnecessary water exposure (no swimming and baths)
· expose to the sun/go on sunbeds for at least one month!!!
· do not use any alcohol, hydrogen peroxide, betadine, hibiclens, antiseptics or ointments other than advised by your tattooist.
